Our conceptual  and theoretical  understanding of peace work and confl ict
transformation is often based on Eurocentr ic assumptions.  These characterise
the self-image,  att itudes and concrete goals of international  peace projects -
usual ly dominated by actors from the Global  North.  By marginal is ing other
perspectives,  epistemic violence is perpetuated and equal  recognit ion and
partnerships are made more diff icult .

In this workshop,  we want to create space for cr it ical  ref lection and interactive
creativity :  What understandings of peace and confl ict exist in local ly-led
peace init iat ives but are not heard and recognised? How can a different
conceptual  framework inform our understanding of partnerships and offer new
insights into peace and confl ict?
